6 Install left and right rear side paneling AR68.30-P-4780R Do not install right side trim panel when 
the roll bar will be raised mechanically after 
being lowered.

Setting up

7 Switch off the ignition and remove the  On vehicles with code (889) Keyless-Go, 
transmitter key from the EIS control unit press KEYLESS-GO start/stop button 

repeatedly until ignition is switched off.
Remove the Keyless Go chip card or 
transmitter key from the vehicle and store 
beyond the range of the transmitter (at least 2 
m).

8 Remove side rear side paneling AR68.30-P-4780ROnly when the right side trim panel in the 
rear has not yet been removed during prior 
operation steps.

9 Have an assistant keep the roll bar pressed 
down. By pressing the pin (arrow B) using a 
size 3 Allen wrench (4), manually trigger the 
roll bar deployment solenoid (RB [ÜRB]) 
(Y57/1) at the right support element. After 
release, carefully raise roll bar

10 Install right side trim panel in rear AR68.30-P-4780R
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
